Please co-sponsor, and work to pass, S. 3424/H.R. 5434, the Puppy Uniform Protection Statute or "PUPS" Act.  
The bill (S. 3424/H.R. 5434) has been introduced in Congress that will crack down on abusive puppy mills — where dogs are commonly housed in overcrowded, filthy, and inhumane conditions with no veterinary care or exercise. The Puppy Uniform Protection Statute, or the "PUPS" Act, will close a loophole in the Animal Welfare Act that currently allows large, commercial breeders who sell puppies online and directly to the public to escape licensing and regulation. In addition, this bill will also require regular exercise at breeding facilities.

Why has the USDA and their inspectors turned their backs on large dog breeding facilities?   Why aren’t  the dogs in these facilities covered and protected by the Animal Welfare Act?  Why has there been a history of non-enforcement against violators?  The case in point:  a two hundred dollar fine for deplorable conditions and improper euthanasia of 93 dogs in Seneca County in June of 2010.

In light of what has happened in Seneca County last month, and finding out that there remains hundreds of puppy mill farms in New York State, this is a serious concern to myself and other organizations I belong to.

Please co-sponsor this legislation. As a constituent, this bill is important to me. Thank you.
